Shaykh Nazim tells: „Grandshaykh Abdul-
lah told me about an important point. It is 
about the meaning of dhikr, the importance 
of remembering Allah. 

He once said to me: „O Nazim Effendi! All 
the ranks or spiritual levels that a person can 
reach in this life and in the next life will be 
reached through the remembrance of Allah. 
Through dhikru Llâh.
 
Dhikr means to be always with Allah Al-
mighty; in all situations, all the time. 

So many people say: „Allah! Allah!“, but 
when they act, they are not with their Lord, 
only their tongues are. 

Do you understand this? — It is not im-
portant to say „Allah“, but it is important to 
always remember that He is with you. 

When you look, He is with you. 
When you go, He is with you. 
When you sit, He is with you. 
When you speak, He is with you. 
When you think, when you eat, when you 
sleep, He is with you. He will not leave you: 
This is dhikr!„
