Alî ibn Abî ‡âlib (karama llâhu wajahu) was asked:
„Who is the strongest warrior of Allâh?“

He said: „I looked at the iron and said: Iron is the 
strongest warrior of Allâh!

Then I saw the fire melting the iron and said: Fire is 
the strongest warrior of Allâh! 

Then I saw the water extinguishing the fire and said: 
Water is the strongest warrior of Allâh! 

Then I saw the clouds carrying the water and said: 
The clouds are the strongest warriors of Allâh!

Then I saw the wind guiding the clouds and said: 
The wind is the strongest warrior of Allâh! 

Then I saw the mountains resisting the wind and 
said: The mountains are the strongest warriors of 
Allâh! 
Then I saw man climbing the mountain and sha-
ping it and said: Man is the strongest warrior of 
Allâh! 

Then I saw sleep incapacitating man and saying: 
Sleep is the strongest warrior of Allâh! 

Then I saw sorrow and worry how they prevented 
sleep and said: Sorrow and worry are the strongest 
warrior of Allâh! 

Then I saw the heart holding sorrow and worry and 
said: The heart is the strongest warrior of Allâh! 

Then I saw the Dhikrullâh calming the heart and 
said: Dhikrullâh is the strongest warrior of Allâh!“

Then he spoke the sublime word (13:28 ) : 

„Who have believed and whose hearts have rest in 
the remembrance of Allah. Verily in the remem-
brance of Allah do hearts find rest (tranquillity).“
