„Allah and His angels bless the Prophet. Believers, 
invoke blessings and peace on him.“

This Qur‘anic verse occurs twice in the basic text of 
the Khutba, now three times in total. 

It is very important for Muslims to praise the Pro-
phet. This is especially so at a time when some Mus-
lims believe they can do without the Prophet and his 
Sunnah under the rubric that „the Qur‘an alone is 
enough“. 

Sheikh Muhammad Sa id Ramadan al-Būti had 
pointed out in a speech in Damascus in 1999 that it 
was a strategy of William Clifford of Australian In-
telligence to w e a k e n  Muslims by alienating them 
from the Sunnah and making them believe that the 
Qur‘an alone is the only source of the religion of 
Islam.

Muslims become strong when they praise the Pro-
phet and make salawat. So we all exclaim together: 

»Allâhuma ¶allî ‘alâ Sayyidina Muªammadin in-na-
bi ummi wa ‘alâ âlihi wa sahbihi wa sallim.«

And Allah s w t is pleased, and He sends His bles-
sings when Muslims honour the Most Honoured in 
His Presence, „Habiba Llah“, in this way.

We should not forget to do this!
