makhlûqâti l-llâhi jj kâfiya li ru’yati ‘a|ama-
tih, makhlûqâtin wa ashy’a mutanawwi‘a 
khalaqaha l-llâhu jj li hâdha l-‘âlam
wa hunâka ‘awâlima wa majarrâtin ukhrâ, 
wa fîha unâsin wa aªyâ’a mukhtalifîn
hal hum bashar aw shay’an âkhar? lâ ya‘la-
mu dhâlika illâ l-llâha, jalla jalâlahu.

Al-malâ’ikatu wa l-anbiyâ’u yu|hirûna ‘a|a-
mata l-llâhi jj, wa l-llâhu yurî kulla ‘âlama 
ar-rasûl  œ, wa qad arâhu ‘a|amatahu fî 
riªlati l-mi‘râj, wa lâ yu‘jizu l-llâha jj shay’, 
„wa mâ dhâlika ‘alâ l-llâhi bi ‘azîz“. Idhâ 
qâla jj “kun” fa yakûn, wa lâ yabqâ shay’an 
bi dûnih. Idhâ qâla jj “lâ takun” lâ yabqâ 
shay’.

Innahu far¡un wa wâjib an nakûna shâkirîn 
limâ an‘ama l-llâhu jj bihi ‘alayna. Laqad 
khalaqanâ mina l-‘adam, wa fa¡¡alanâ. 
Fa man lâ yaqbalu bihi wa yu‘âdîh yakhsaru 
kulla shay’.
 
Wa qarîban qara’nâ fi ¶-¶aªâfati anna 
aªadahum mât. Katabû: „laqad faqada 
ªayâtah“ — Mani l-llâdhî yafqid ªayâtah?
Man lâ ya‘rifu l-llâha jj wa lâ rasûlihi œ 
yafqidu ªayâtah. Man ya‘rif, rubbamâ lâ 
yafqidhâ wa yajid ªayâtahu l-ªaqîqiyya.

The Prophet œ says: „Think about every 
thing, but do not reason about the essence 
of Allâh - [„lâ tatafakkir fi dhâti Llâh!“] - to 
grasp Him by way of the mind is not possib-
le. One look at His creation is enough to see 
His glory. Various creatures, things Allâh 
has created for this world. And there are 
other worlds and universes. There are other 
people and other creatures there. Whether 
they are human beings or something else, no 
one knows except Allâh.

Angels and prophets (as) show the greatness 
of Allâh. And Allâh ‚Azza wa-Jalla showed 
every world to our Prophet œ. He showed 
him His sublimity in the celestial journey. 
For Allâh ‚Azza wa-Jalla there is nothing 
that is difficult. „Wa-mâ dhalika ‚al Llâhi 
bi-‘azîz“ (14:20). Nothing is difficult before 
the power of Allâh ‚Azza wa-Jalla. . When 
He says, „Be“, it is. „Kun fa-yakûn“ (36:82) 
Without Him nothing will remain. When He 
says, „Be not“, „ lâ takun“, everything will 
end. 

It is far¡, it is wâjib for us to be grateful for 
the favours He grants us. He has called us 
into existence from nothing and has favou-
red us. Those who do not accept Him and 
turn against Him lose everything. 

The other day we read in a newspaper that 
someone had died. They wrote, „He lost his 
life.“ — Who loses his life? A person who 
does not know Allâh and His Prophet loses 
his life. Who knows, he does not lose it, he 
possibly finds true life.
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
