In essential points they followed the
teachings of the Torah with obligatory
prayers, ritual ablution, celebrate the
Lord‘s Supper without wine, honoured
Jesus ,,only“ as Jewish prophet and
Messiah, but not as a God of a ,, Trini-
ty“, and the theology of the cross-
redemption attributed to Paul was
unknown to them.

The historian of religion H. J. Schoeps
had already noticed this when he con-
cluded his seminal work ,,Jewish Chris-
tianity“ with the remarkable sentence:
»And thus, as a paradox of truly world-
historical proportions, the fact arises
that Jewish Christianity has indeed
perished in the Christian Church, but
has been preserved in Islam and thus, in
some of its driving impulses, has reach-
ed into our own day.*.

Jesus, like all the prophets from Adam
to Muhammad, had been Muslim. This
is shown in the following passage of the

Qur‘an:

«They say: ,,We believe in Allah and
what He has sent to us and what He has
sent to Ibrahim, and Isma‘il, and Ishaq,
and Ya‘qub and the tribes (of Israel),
and what was given to Miisa, and ‘Isa
and was given to the Prophets from
their Lord. We make no difference
between them and to Him we are
submitted.,,» (Bakara, 136)
