It is not the saints who are worshipped
there, but rather the saints who are
prayed for. Classically, one Fatiha and
eleven Ikhlag are offered. And one asks
Allah to attribute this to them.

Whoever has a problem or simply wants
to be in the ray of heavenly blessings
should go to such blessed places.

For people living in Cyprus, the magam
of the Prophet’s nurse {5 , ,,Hala
Sultan®, the most powerful spiritual
place of Cyprus, as Sheikh Nazim 9
had once said, is certainly

the first choice.

And recite this:

,Do not think that those executed in the
way of Allah are dead, by no means,
they are alive, are of the presence of
theirLord and are provided for.“ (3:169)
