We are on the way also; we are walking, we are
moving from unknown to unknown. Now we are
living a life and we say that our lives come from
the unknown and finally people are disappearing
and running in unknown directions, unknown
territories. From where we came, we don’t know.
To where we are going, we don’t know.

Ifithad not been mentioned in the Holy Books,
no one would know from where they had come
and to where they are going, because it is not
something that you can think about and your
thinking will bring you toarealanswer. Youcan’t
find it; it is impossible to think about where you
come from. As long as you might think about it,
what can you reach? Because that is only your
imagination.

Allah has granted us imagination also; so that |

we can think and we canimagine. But don’t think
that the product of our imagination isa true ans-
wer, no! What you are processing through your
brain is imagined. You can’t make it a reality.
Imagination is not reality, but people now are
living in an imagined world. Everyone is imagi-
ning and saying and writing and believing.
Youmay imagine something. That imagination
should be for you only. Another person may
think about may imagine another world. Your
imagined world is something else and belongs
to youonly and his imagined world, for instance
for ‘Abdullah is different, a hundred percent
different. And reality is one! One. Reality isonly
one; it is never going to be changed according
to you, according to something else, according
to anyone else. So that the reality that comes
and teaches people from heaven through the
prophets is never changing. They give you the
same points from the beginning up to the end.
And they are calling you: “Come and believe!
Come and believe in this point, that point, that
point ...” Therefore the prophets’ mental exi-
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knowledge! Reality is never going to be changed,
therefore man must believe in those people who
are all coming together on the same points, on
the same subjects.

The first prophet said: “Oh my children, you
must know and you must believe that mankind,
who I am representing, is a creation of the Lord
of Heaven!” And every prophet has knowledge
that is so powerful; their knowledge is reality.
Reality has a strong basis that no one can move,
no! Anything that is going to be built on reality,
can never be changed or destroyed, it remains
the same. What Adam, as-salatu wa s-salam, peace
be upon him, said, the Seal of Prophets, the last
Prophet, said also, the same points without
taking away anything or adding anything, no,
it is the same: “Oh people, you must believe
in the Existence of your Lord because you are
created, you are not creators and creatures need
a creator!”

The first man said this, the first Prophet who
took real knowledge from heaven, Adam! Adam
is one of those people, who took their knowledge
from heaven; they are on the same line, and there
is no difference between them:

Thatisreal, Reality. It has never changed, but
things that are built on imagination will appear
with such a difference! Everyone’s imagination
works in a different way — subbanallib, Glory
to Allah Almighty —and He has made everyone
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He created to have an understanding, a true
understanding, fixed on unchangeable realities!
Therefore those people who we are calling pro-
phets prophesy from the beginning to the end
on the same line. Nothing has changed.

But imagination is going to be changeable:
every month, every week, every day it will ap-
pear differently and you can’t trust imagination
when it is changing all the time. Forget holy
People from Heaven; we ourselves are going to
be different! No two people can come together
through imagination. No, they must be different.
But heavenly realities which are trying to teach
people are on the same line.

This is the source of troubles in the time that
weare living in now, because everyone is asking
for their imagination to be accepted by common
people. It is impossible. Because however many
people come into existence, their imagination is
different. Maybe some parts will be the same,
but originally according to mentality that
imagination is going to be different. Therefore
Allah Almighty says: “Inna hadba s-sivata l-mu-
stagima. Oh people, that is My Way, and I am
sending it to you through My holy Servants,

chosen Servants. I am sending it to you, oh

people, fa tabi‘u, so follow them, don’t follow
your imagination!”

This is the biggest curse on people in the 215t
century, because everyone says: “No!
